    1.    Is it possible to identify the make, model, and age of the buses? 
 

1A.     Buses are under six years of age for all Pacific locations . 
 

    2.    Under  the "type of buses" column under 2.2.1.3, does pax mean passengers? 
 

2A.     PAX stands for passengers
 

    3.    Are wire chases(channels) provided above the windows along each side of each bus ? 
 

3A.     Responses from Japan and Okinawa:    YES on both sides of the 53 pax buses.  See attached  pictures. The 18 pax Micro Buses we have right now do  not have any wire chases (channels) above the windows or the side of the bus.  Our host nation (FUSO)  representative  told us it is possible to install the wire chase or line above the windows and on the sides of the Micro Buses.  He went on to  inquire is this wire chases (channels) for installing the video camera? If this is a fact then they can figure out a way and research how they can install the wire chases and install the camera. 
           
          Response from Korea: All buses in Korea have wire chases on the inside and outside and from window to window.
.    4.    Is there a wire chase(channel) available from side to side of the bus? If so, where is it?
4A.   Responses from Japan and Okinawa:   No not on the 53 pax buses. See comments on Micro Buses in  above answer.
 

        Response from Korea:   All buses have wire chases down both sides on the outside on the top side of the windows and on the inside down both sides on the top where the luggage rack would be and across the top molding of the front window . 
 

    5.    Are there a total of 331 systems to install? 
 

5A.     The PWS states and under 2.2.1.3. shows the locations and quantities of buses requiring on board vehicle surveillance systems.  The total projected on this document is 331 systems .   
 

    6.    Can you explain the process for utilizing and any restrictions connected with "invitation travel orders" and "military billeting facilities". 
Invitational travel orders can be provided to contractors from the agency.   
 

6A.  Allowable invitational travel orders will be provided at time of contract award.  With these orders military billeting facilities can be obtained.
