a) The Government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation will be most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered. The following factors shall be used to evaluate offers:

(i).    Technical capabilities as described in the Statement of Work;
(ii).    Functional compatibility with existing systems;
(iii). Interoperability with existing systems 

(iv). Price

Evaluation factors i, ii, and iii, when combined, are significantly more important than price.
CONTRACT AWARD
 

Contract award will be to the responsible offeror, whose acceptable offer, conforming to this RFP, is most advantageous to the Government based on technical evaluation factors, with cost and other factors considered.  Technical evaluation factors as a whole are more important than cost; however, between proposals that are evaluated as substantially equal in technical quality, the cost to the Government will be a major factor in making a determination as to which proposal offers the greatest value and is most advantageous to the Government.
